Agreement:		

1. Transnational Academic Group Ghana LLC (hereafter referred to as TAG-G) is the education management services provider for Lancaster University Ghana campus and wants to attract full time students both from outside Ghana and within Ghana to study at its campus located in Greater Accra, Tantra hill 44 Eagle Lane.
	
1. TAG-G appoints the Agent as its non-exclusive representative to perform the Services in the Territory. This agreement is between TAG- (and any subsequent organisation name changes that may arise) and the Agent. Lancaster University is not a signatory and holds no involvement or authority to amend contractual relations and has no liability related to this Agreement.


1. In consideration, TAG-G will pay a Services Fee in accordance with the terms and conditions of this agreement. The Agent has accepted an appointment to perform the Services in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement and the requirements of the Ghana law in relation to students.


1. Words appearing in clause 48 (Dictionary) are so defined every time they are in this Agreement and are not open to any other definition or interpretation.


1. This Agreement replaces all previous agreements and understanding between TAG-G and the Agent rather oral or written.

	TERMS & CONDITIONS OF THE AGREEMENT

Appointment and performance of the Services 

1 TAG-G appoints the Agent on a non-exclusive basis to be its representative to perform the Services in the Territory during the Term. 

2 In consideration of the appointment and payment of the Services Fee, the Agent will perform the Services during the Term.

The Agent’s obligation

3 In performing the Services, the Agent must:

3.1 Promote Lancaster University Ghana and the courses with integrity and accuracy and recruit students in an honest, ethical, and responsible manner;

3.2 Inform prospective students accurately about the requirements of the courses solely by reference to documentation and material provided or approved by TAG-G;

3.3 Educate the prospective students accurately about the Student’s Financial Responsibilities Policy and the Student Funding Policy; 

3.4 Do all things reasonably necessary to uphold the high reputation of Lancaster University Ghana;

3.5 Where required by TAG-G, collect the application/registration fee of the prospective students and remit this fee to TAG-G within 3 days of receipt;

3.6 Ensure that all necessary evidence and documents accompany a prospective student’s application or acceptance of offer;

3.7 Collect and process the data of prospective students in line with the Ghana’s Federal Decree-Law on Personal Data Protection (PDPL). The agent shall obtain the consent of data subjects the stating purpose of the data collection and provide reasons for transferring it to TAG-G, the education management services provider for Lancaster University’s Ghana campus;

3.8 Provide any offer documents received from Lancaster University Ghana to the respective students within 3 days of receiving them;

3.9 Provide TAG-G with market intelligence relevant to the recruitment of students in the Territory; and

3.10 Obtain TAG-G’s written authorisation prior to undertaking any promotional and/or marketing activities that are connected with or make reference to TAG-G or Lancaster University Ghana. 

4 Prior to any prospective student applying to enrol in a Course, the Agent will provide information about the following matters, in a form provided or approved by TAG-G, to such prospective students:

4.1 Lancaster University Ghana and its facilities’, equipment, and learning resources; 

4.2 the Courses and teaching schedules; 

4.3 the Course Fees and refund conditions;

4.4 costs related to accommodation, transportation, medical insurance, and other miscellaneous costs such as student discount cards, textbooks, and other costs of living;

4.5 the minimum level of English language proficiency, educational qualifications, and work experience required for acceptance into a Course; and

4.6 visa requirements and associated visa costs/deposits that the student must satisfy and pay respectively.

5 The Agent must inform prospective students that:

5.1 students coming to the GHANA on a student visa must have studying as their primary purpose of coming to GHANA and must study on a full-time basis (enrolled in 100 credit points in every Academic Term);

5.2 student coming to GHANA on a student visa cannot take more than one Academic Term break in an Academic Year (September to August); and

5.3 student employment and internships while on student visas are subject to GHANA government regulations.

6 In performing the Services, the Agent must not engage in any misleading or deceptive conduct or conduct that is likely to mislead or deceive. For the purposes of this Agreement, misleading and deceptive conduct includes:

6.1 Engaging in any dishonest practices, including suggesting to prospective students that they can come to the GHANA on a student visa with a primary purpose other than full-time study;

6.2 Facilitating applications for students who do not comply with the visa requirements;

6.3 Making any representations or offering any guarantees to students about the likelihood of being granted a student visa;

6.4 Engaging in any unauthorised, false or misleading advertising or recruitment practices;

6.5 Making any false or misleading comparisons with any other education provider or their course(s);

6.6 Making any inaccurate claims of association between TAG-G and any other education provider;

6.7 Giving inaccurate information to a prospective student as to acceptance into a Course;

6.8 Receiving or banking any fees and charges payable to TAG-G by a prospective student and deducting any amount from such fees and charges;

6.9 Giving inaccurate information to a prospective student as to the fees and charges payable to TAG-G;

6.10 Charging any fee, other than fees collected on behalf of TAG-G pursuant to clause 3.5, to a prospective student for their application or acceptance of offer; and

6.11 Selling to prospective students or their families or nominees or charging any fee whatsoever for promotional materials that TAG-G provides to the Agent.

7 The Agent is not authorised to:
	
7.1 Commit TAG-G or Lancaster University Ghana to accept any prospective student into a Course and must not make representations to the contrary;

7.2 Make any presentations about either Lancaster University Ghana, TAG-G or the Courses other than the information provided or approved by TAG-G. Marketing content should comply with the University’s brand guidelines and the GHANA’s regulatory authority i.e. KHDA;

7.3 Use any registered or unregistered trademark of TAG-G or Lancaster University Ghana without first obtaining TAG-G’s written consent.

TAG-G’s obligations 

8 TAG-G will:

8.1 Provide the Agent with sufficient documents and information to enable the Agent to perform the Services;

8.2 Inform the Agent as to the legal and regulatory conditions relating to student visa requirements and of any changes to those requirements promptly after becoming aware of any such changes; 

8.3 Where it requires the Agent to collect any Course Fee and/ or other monies from prospective students, it will advise the Agent in writing and, where applicable, render an invoice to the Agent in respect of such amounts;

8.4 Promptly process all completed applications received. In this regard, TAG-G has no obligation to accept any prospective students referred to it by the Agent without the completed application and supporting documents; and

8.5 Within 60 days of a prospective student commencing a Course, notify the Agent of that fact and, at the same time, advise the Agent of any university identification number allocated to the student.

Business Planning

9 TAG-G and the Agent may discuss, develop, and complete an Annual Business Plan for the conduct of the Services.

10 If developed and agreed, the Annual Business Plan will include recruitment targets, proposed promotional activities, and proposed support to be provided by TAG-G.

11 If developed and agreed, the Agent must perform the Services in accordance with the Annual Business Plan.

12 If developed and agreed, the Parties will review the Annual Business Plan every 6 months during the term and, if necessary, amend it in writing.

Payment of the Services Fee

13 In consideration of the Agent performing the Services and otherwise performing the Agent’s obligations under this Agreement and subject to the other provisions of these clauses 14 to 22, inclusive, TAG-G will pay the Services Fee to the Agent.  

14 The Services Fee is payable only in respect to students whom the Agent has recruited to enrol in a Course and who have:

14.1 Enrolled in a Course; and

14.2 Paid the Academic Term Course Fee in full to TAG-G; and

14.3 Not withdrawn from the Course within the time period within which a refund for Course Fees can be made or has by any other means received a refund of the Course Fees.

14.4 For students who are eligible for the instalment plan with post-dated cheques, the Service Fee will be processed once the cheques have been realized and funds have been received by TAG-G. 

15 For the purpose of this Agreement, the Agent will not be regarded as having recruited a student and being entitled to the Service Fee unless the Agent submits:

15.1 The student’s name and either birthdate or passport number via email or such electronic interface as TAG-G shall specify from time-to-time prior to TAG-G receiving the student’s name and contact information directly or from any other party, and

15.2 The student’s application for enrolment and any required documentation.

16 The Agent is entitled to the Service Fee for student’s enrolments into any of the courses offered by Lancaster University Ghana.
16.1 Commissions shall be disbursed on three distinct occasions subsequent to each intake:
•	December following the October intake.
•	March following the January intake.
•	July before October intake.

16.2 Advance notice will be provided to all agents in the event of any potential payment delays.

17 All payments will be paid via bank transfer to agent’s specified bank account only.

18 If a student whom the Agent recruits withdraw from or abandons his or her Course and the students tuition fees are refunded, and provided TAG-G has retained a registration fee of USD 3,500, TAG-G will pay the Agent a processing charge of USD 367. However, No Services Fee will be payable in respect to that student.

19 No Services Fee or other amount is payable to the Agent pursuant to this Agreement or otherwise in respect to any particular student, until the Agent submits an invoice to TAG-G in respect to that student.

20 TAG-G will pay the Services Fee against an invoice under this Agreement within 30 days after the Census Date for the Academic Term and once the Course Fee for the Academic Term has been paid by the student in full. 

21 TAG-G may, at its absolute discretion, at any time vary the Services Fee payable for any subsequent calendar year by serving 15 days’ Notice to the Agent.

22 In the event an application is processed by the Agent in conjunction with another Agent, only 50% of the Service Fee shall be payable to the Agent and full documentation will be required by TAG-G to verify this Service Fee payment.

Termination

23 Either Party may terminate this Agreement at any time by giving the other Party 30 days’ prior written notice.

24 TAG-G may terminate this Agreement at any time and with immediate effect by giving written notice to the Agent if:

24.1 The Agent breaches any of its obligations or undertakings contained in this Agreement; or

24.2 An Insolvency Event occurs in relation to the Agent or any Related Body Corporate.

25 On termination of this Agreement, the Agent must:

25.1 Submit all applications and fees from prospective students received up to the date of termination;

25.2 Cease to use any advertising, promotional, or other material that TAG-G supplied to, or approved for use by, the Agent and return all such material to TAG-G by registered mail through a reputable international courier.

26 Where a Party terminates this Agreement pursuant to clause 23 and subject to the Agent otherwise complying with clauses 14 to 22, inclusive, the Services Fee will be payable in respect of all students that the Agent recruited prior to the effective date of the termination.

27 Where TAG-G terminates this Agreement pursuant to clause 24, its liability in respect of the Services Fee or any other amount pursuant to this agreement or otherwise, is limited to the total of any Service Fees due for invoices received by TAG-G up to the effective date of the termination and remaining unpaid as of the effective date of the termination.

Miscellaneous

28 (Indemnities): The Agent:
28.1 Indemnifies TAG-G against the payment of all taxes imposed on the Agent in relation to, or in respect of, payments made under this Agreement; and

28.2 Will bear the risk of and indemnify TAG-G and its officers, agents, and employees against any Claims resulting from or in connection with:
(a) The negligence of wilful misconduct of the Agent, its officers, employees, contractors, or agents; and
(b) Any breach of this Agreement by the Agent, including a breach in respect of which TAG-G exercises an express right to terminate this Agreement.

29 (Entire agreement): This Agreement constitutes the sole and entire agreement between the Parties regarding its subject matter, and no warranties, representations, guarantees, or other terms or conditions of any kind whatsoever not contained or recorded in this Agreement will be of any force or effect.

30 (Assignment): The Agent may only dispose of, declare a trust over, or otherwise create an interest in its rights under this Agreement, with TAG-G’s prior written consent. TAG-G may dispose of, declare a trust over, or otherwise create an interest in its rights under this Agreement, without the Agent’s consent and may disclose to any potential holder of the right or interest any information relating to this Agreement.     

31 (Sub-contracting): The Agent will not sub-contract the performance of the Services, in whole or in part, without first obtaining TAG-G’s written consent (which may be withheld at TAG-G’s sole discretion).

31.1 If TAG-G consents to the Agent sub-contracting all or any part of the Services:

a) The Agent will be responsible for the services provided by the sub-contractor and any employee or agent of the sub-contractor; and
b) It will not otherwise relieve the Agent from any of its obligations or liabilities under this Agreement.

32 (Variation): If the Parties want to amend, supplement, replace, or notate this Agreement, they can do so only by written variation signed by both Parties.

33 (Waiver) The failure of either Party to enforce any provision of this Agreement will in no way affect that Party’s rights to require complete performance by the other Party, nor will the waiver of any breach of any provision be taken or held to be a waiver of any subsequent breach of any such provision or be a waiver of the provision itself. Any waiver to be effective must be in writing and signed by or on behalf of the party granting the waiver.

34 (Read Down and Severance): If any provision of this Agreement is void, voidable, invalid, unlawful, and / or unenforceable in accordance with its terms but would not be void, voidable, invalid, unlawful, and / or unenforceable if it were read down, and it is capable for being read down, then that provision must be read down accordingly. If any part of this Agreement is found by any court or other competent authority to be invalid, unlawful, and / or unenforceable and is not capable of being read down so that it would not be void, voidable, invalid, unlawful, and / or unenforceable, then such part shall be severed from the remainder of this Agreement which shall continue to be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law..

35 (Force Majeure):  If performance of this Agreement is prevented, restricted or interfered with by reason of acts of God, wars, revolution, civil commotion, acts of public enemy, embargo, epidemic, quarantine, acts of government (including state or local government) acting in their sovereign capacity, labour difficulties (including strikes, slowdowns, picketing, or boycotts), or any other circumstances beyond the reasonable control of a Party and not involving any fault, misconduct, or negligence of the Party affected (“Event of Force Majeure”), the Party affected, upon giving prompt notice to the other Party, shall be excused from such performance on a day-to-day basis during the continuance of such Event of Force Majeure provided, however, that the Party so affected shall use its best reasonable efforts to avoid or remove such causes of non-performance and both Parties shall proceed immediately with the performance of their obligations under this Agreement whenever such causes are removed or avoided, or such causes otherwise cease.

35.1 As soon as possible and, in any event within 7 days, after the occurrence of any event of Force majeure that a Party believes may delay the performance of any contractual obligation, the Party affected must notify the other Party describing the nature of the event and indicating the effect thereof.

35.2 The parties will take all reasonable measures to minimize the consequences of any event of Force Majeure.

36 (Notices and service): If a Party must make, give, serve, or send any Notice, that Party will do so only in writing and may sign such Notice either in person or by that Party’s representative.

37 Subject to clause 36, the only way in which any Notice may be effectively made, given, served, or sent to or on the Party concerned is by:

37.1 Delivering the Notice personally to that Party at the Address, in which case it will be deemed made, given, served, or sent on the date of delivery; or
 
37.2 Couriering the Notice as a letter through an internationally reputed courier service to that Party at the Address, in which case it will be deemed made, given, served, or sent upon obtaining a delivery receipt confirmation from the courier service; or 

37.3 Transmitting the Notice to that party at the Address either by electronic mail in which case it will be deemed made, given, served, or sent when:

a) The sender received confirmation from the recipient that the email transmission was delivered to the recipient’s Address.

37.4 Where any Notice is served on a day that is not a business day, the Notice will be deemed made, given, served, or sent on the next following business day.

38 (Stamp duty and costs): Each Party will pay any stamp duty accessed in respect of this Agreement (inclusive of any payable in equal shares):

38.1 the negotiations, preparation, and execution of this Agreement; and

38.2 any act or thing required to be done to give effect to this Agreement, no matter how such costs arise. For the avoidance of doubt, this does not include costs incurred in the enforcement of any right or obligation under this Agreement.

39 If a supply tax, or similar tax, applies to any amount payable under this Agreement, the amount:

39.1 stipulated as payable is inclusive of the tax; and

39.2 is payable only on the receiving Party rendering a Tax Invoice to the paying Party.

40 (confidentiality): Subject to clause 41, the Agent will preserve the confidentiality of all Confidential Information that is not in the public domain (or which is in the public domain because of a breach of this clause) and will not disclose it to any person other than to TAG-G, or:

40.1  to an employee of the Agent, but only to the extent that the employee needs to know the Confidential Information to enable the Agent to perform its obligations under or otherwise to comply with this Agreement;

40.2 To a Related Body Corporate;

40.3 To insurers, legal or other professional advisers, independent consultants, contractors, or agents, provided however that any disclosure under this sub-clause is made only after such insurers, legal, or other professional advisers, independent consultants, contractors, or agents undertake to be bound by the provisions of this Clause 40;

40.4 If, and only to the extent required by legislation or other legal requirement; or

40.5 If, and only to the extent necessary or desirable to disclose to any government authority in connection with applications for consents, approvals, or authorities required to be obtained for the purposes of this Agreement.

41 Clause 40:

41.1 Does not apply to Confidential Information to the extent that disclosure is required to perform the Services in accordance with this Agreement; and

41.2 Will continue to bind the Parties in perpetuity notwithstanding the termination of this Agreement or the fact that a Party ceases to be a Party.

42 (Multiple Parties): If a Party is made up of more than one person, the following rules will apply:

42.1 An obligation imposed on the Party is imposed jointly and severally on those persons who comprise the party;

42.2 A right of those persons who comprise the Party is held by each of them jointly and severally;

42.3 Any other reference to that Party, is a reference to each of those persons who comprise the party separately; and

42.4 This Agreement is enforceable against and binds each and every Party who executives it. Notwithstanding that any other Party referred to in this Agreement has not executed it or any other Party has failed to perform any obligation and undertaking in it.

43 (Record keeping): Over the course of the contract, the agent will have possession, custody, or control of records created for or on behalf of TAG-G by or under this agreement, the following provisions will apply to such records; 

43.1 The term “records” shall mean any data in any format.

43.2 The Agent will comply with any principles or standards developed by TAG-G regarding such Records.

43.3 All such Records will remain the property of TAG-G.

43.4 The disposal of any such Records will be in accordance with TAG-G’s recordkeeping plan.

43.5 The Agent will give TAG-G unlimited access, on reasonable notice, to all such Records.

43.6 On expiry or earlier termination of this Agreement, the Agent will (at TAG-G’s option), either return all such Records to TAG-G or destroy them in accordance with TAG-G’s directions. In either case, the return or destruction of such records will be at TAG-G’s expense and direction.

44 (Relationship of the parties): The relationship of the parties is that of independent contractors and, except to the extent that it is expressly provided otherwise, nothing in this Agreement will be construed so as to constitute one Party a partner, agent, employee, or representative of the other, or to create any partnership or trust for any purpose whatsoever.

45 (General undertaking): The parties will do all things and acts and sign all such documents, deeds and instruments as are or become necessary to give full effect to the operation of this Agreement and the rights and obligations of the parties under it.

46 (Governing law and jurisdiction): This Agreement is governed by and will be interpreted in accordance with the laws of Ghana. The Parties irrevocably and unconditionally submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts exercising jurisdiction in GHANA and any court that may hear appeals from any of those courts, for any proceedings in connection with this Agreement and waives any right it might have to claim that those courts are an inconvenient forum.





Rules for interpreting this Agreement

47 The following rules apply in interpreting this Agreement, except where the context makes it clear that a rule is not intended to apply:

47.1 Headings are for convenience only and do not affect interpretation.

47.2 A recital, introduction, clause, schedule, or annexure forms part of this Agreement.

47.3 Where an expression is defined in this Agreement, another part of speech or grammatical form of that expression will have a corresponding meaning.

47.4 A singular word includes the plural, and vice versa.

47.5 Words denoting any gender include every other gender.

47.6 The fact that a party prepared this Agreement will not be taken into account as a basis for interpreting a provision of this Agreement adversely to that party’s interest.

47.7 If an example is given of anything, including a right, obligation, or concept, such as by saying it includes something else, the example does not limit the scope to that interpretation.

47.8 A Reference to 
a) This Agreement or to any other instrument includes an amendment, variation, novation, or replacement of them;
b) A recital, introduction, clause, schedule, or annexure is a reference to a recital, introduction, clause, schedule, or annexure, respectively, of or to this Agreement;
c) Any legislation, statute, ordinance, code, act, or other law includes regulations or other instruments under it and consolidations, amendments, re-enactments, or replacements of them;
d) A person includes any type of entity or body of persons, whether or not it is incorporated or has a separate legal identity; authority; trust; State or Government; and any executor, administrator, or successor in law of the person;
e) Any party means and includes a reference to that party and its executors, administrators, successors, substitutes (including without limitation, persons taking by novation), transferees, and permitted assigns and, if a body corporate, its directors, officers, agents, servants, and employees;
f) Anything, including a right, obligation, or concept includes each part of it; and
g) Any currency is a reference to the GHANA cedi, unless a different currency is expressly stipulated.

47.9 Time will be of essence in all respects.

47.10 If this Agreement does not specify a time within which any act or thing must be done, such act or thing must be done as soon as reasonably practicable and as often as the occasion arises.

47.11 Where any Party is required to pay any money, transfer any property, or to provide any security (collectively and individually “transaction”) pursuant to this Agreement, the obligation to do so will not be deemed to have been performed if, for any reason, the transaction is avoided, or deemed a preferential transaction in terms of any law relating to insolvency, or otherwise.

Dictionary 

48 The following definitions apply to this Agreement, unless context otherwise requires:

48.1 “Academic Term” means a single teaching period where a course load of 100 credit points must be taken by a student.   

48.2 “Academic Year” means the intakes from the 1st of September of one calendar year to the 31st of August of the following calendar year.

48.3 “Address” means a Party’s address and email address for the service of any Notice as set out in the first page of this Agreement, or such other address as that Party may nominate by Notice to the other Party from time to time.

48.4 “Agreement” means this agreement.

48.5 “Annual Business Plan” means a plan for the Agent’s activities during the relevant year in the form that will be discussed and agreed between the parties from year to year.

48.6 “Census Date” means the date in an Academic Term after which a student cannot withdraw from the Academic Term without any financial liability.

48.7 “Claims” means all claims, demands, suits, or actions of any kind, no matter how arising, whether at law or in equity, including all liabilities, damages, losses, or expenses, and legal costs on an indemnity basis.

48.8 “Confidential Information” means the following information, whether or not in written form:
a) All information disclosed by TAG-G to the Agent (whether before or after this Agreement is executed) in connection with the matters described in it.
b) That part of all notes and other records prepared by either Party based on or incorporating the information referred to in point (a) of this item.
c) All copies of the information and those parts of the notes and other records referred to in any of points (a) and (b) of this item.
d) The terms of this Agreement.

48.9 “Course Fee” means the total tuition and other fees for Courses set by TAG-G. These fees are defined in Appendix 1 and are subject to change at the sole discretion of TAG-G.

48.10 “Courses” means the full-time registered courses offered by Lancaster University Ghana and registered or any other course offered by Lancaster University from time-to-time.



48.11 “Insolvency Event” means the happening of any of these events:

a) An application is made to a court for an order, or an order is made that a body corporate be wound up;
b) An application is made to a court for an order appointing a liquidator or a provisional liquidator in respect of a body corporate, or one them is appointed, whether or not under an order;
c) Except to reconstruct or amalgamate while solvent on terms approved by TAG-G, a body corporate enters into, or resolves to enter into a scheme of arrangements, deed of company arrangement, or composition with, or assignment for the benefit of, all or any class of its creditors, or it proposes a reorganisation, moratorium, or other administration involving any of them;
d) A body corporate resolves to wind itself up or otherwise dissolve itself, or gives notice of its intention to do so, except to reconstruct or amalgamate while solvent on terms approved by TAG-G, or is otherwise wound up or dissolved;
e) A person is or states that the person is unable to pay the person’s debts when they fall due;
f) As a result of the operation of law, a body corporate is taken to have failed to comply with a statutory demand;
g) A person takes any step to obtain protection or is granted protection from the person’s creditors under any applicable legislation;
h) A person commits an act of bankruptcy, becomes an insolvent under administration, or action is taken which could result in that event,
i) A person dying, ceasing to be full capacity, or otherwise becoming incapable of managing its own affairs for any reason;
j) A Controller, manager, trustee, Administrator, or similar officer is appointed in respect of the whole or any part of the property of body corporate, distress is levied, or a judgement or order is enforced, or becomes enforceable, against any property of a person; or 
k) Anything analogous or having a substantially similar effect to any of the events specified above happens under the law of any applicable jurisdiction.

48.12 “Insurance Policies” means the following insurance policies:

a) Any insurance required to cover the liability of the Agent in respect to any act or default for which it may become liable to indemnify TAG-G under the terms of this Agreement; and
b) Any other insurance that is compulsory under statute.

48.13 “Notice” means any demand, notice, payment, consent, or other communication that any party may or must make, give, serve, or sent to any other Party pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.

48.14 “Party” means a party to this Agreement.

48.15 “Services” means locating and identifying suitable potential students in the territory for enrolment and study in Courses, including:
a) Promoting the Courses in the Territory;
b) Identifying suitable potential students to undertake Courses;
c) Recruiting and assisting in the recruitment of students in accordance with TAG-G’s procedures and other requirements which are established under the GHANA law;
d) Assisting persons to become students and for that purpose providing all necessary information about courses and assistance in completing forms or applications and submitting these to TAG-G; and
e) Performing such other services and providing such reports or information as are requested by TAG-G or are required by this Agreement.

48.16 “Services Fee” means for:
a) Foundation: The percentage as shown in Appendix 1 of this Agreement.
b) Undergraduate: The percentage as shown in Appendix 1 of this Agreement.
c) Postgraduate:  The percentage as shown in Appendix 1 of this agreement.
d) Summer Programs and Short Courses: The percentage as provided in notification to the Agent offering the Summer Program or Short Course.

48.17 “Special Conditions” means any special conditions specified on the first page of this Agreement.

48.18 “Taxes” means all taxes including, without limitation income taxes, sales taxes, excise duties, stamp duties, custom duties, payroll taxes, and government duties, levies, charges, and fees.

48.19 “Term” means the period of 2 years commencing on the Commencement Date specified on the first page of this Agreement.

48.20 “Territory” means the region or territory specified on the first page of this Agreement. 

48.21 “Teaching Period” is an Academic Term in the year. For the purpose of this contract, where it is used in the context of enrolment, “Teaching Period” means an undergraduate and postgraduate intake paired as follows:  January & February, May & July, and September & November.

	Appendix 1 - Service Fee 


Please note that the number of students per trimester in the tables below is cumulative within a trimester. For example, sending 3 Foundation plus Undergraduate students, 1 direct Undergraduate student, and 2 Postgraduate students in the same trimester, would result in payment for all students being made at the 6-10 Tier.

Marketing Bonus: A marketing bonus of USD 3,500 (Lump-sum) to promote Lancaster University Ghana will be provided to the agent at the end of the business calendar year for 10 or more new concurrently enrolled students who’ve completed a minimum of one calendar year and subject to student’s payment of tuition. This will be provided in addition to the below commission structure. (Students may not be counted more than once for this bonus)

All other programs, short programs, and workshops offered, will be paid a service fee based on a percentage of the tuition; 7.5% for 1 to 5 students, 10% for 6 to 10 students, and 12.5% for 10 or more students.
